NEVADA TICKETS

Many members may not know that the Kiwanis Club is licensed to sell Nevada Tickets at the MACS store located at the corner of Westmount Drive and Mississaga St. 


Our gross revenues are about $14,000 per year and net profit is about $7,000.  Expenses include license fees, cost of purchasing tickets, fees paid to the store and the Provincial Government.  The net profits can be used for our charitable programs in the community.


The sale of Nevada Tickets is regulated by the Ontario Lottery & Gaming Corporation.  These rules are enforced by the City of Orillia.  The Club is required to have a separate bank account to report Nevada Activity and we have to report to the City all of our financial activity for each “license.”  Typically, a single license allows us to sell 6 boxes of tickets.  We also have to provide the City, on an annual basis, with our Club financial statements.

    
This is a low maintenance (maybe not for our Treasurer, Ben Cole) and very lucrative fundraiser for our Club.

BUCKET BRIGADE


Every year, for the past 30 years, Kiwanians have been the “Bucket Brigade” at the Orillia Santa Claus Parade.


This is where we wear tall hats and Christmas scarves and collect from the crowd, to offset the Chamber of Commerce expenses of putting on the annual Parade.


The final tally is usually around $5,000, according to perennial Brigade Chair, Paul Lavigne.  But because there is always a social event at Doug Downey’s office immediately after the Parade, his memory could be a little fuzzy on this point!

Kiwanis History

The Kiwanis Club of Orillia’s inaugural event of ‘Kiwanis Ladies Night’ was held on June 16, 1924, and although our Club had not yet technically been chartered, this time was selected in order to co-ordinate with the finale of Kiwanis International’s “Denver ’24 Convention.”  Those at Orillia’s Kiwanis Ladies Night, along with thousands of Kiwanians in Halls across North America, jointly participated in an historic event called the “Zero Hour”, whose purpose was to promote a sense of unity and appreciation of belonging to a widespread organization.  Club Presidents across North America, including our Charter President W. O. Tudhope, read a message from the International President, F. Arras, who at the same moment was delivering that message to delegates at the Denver Convention. The "Zero Hour" closed with 88,000 Kiwanians,” plus a comparable number of spouses, in the singing of "Onward in Kiwanis", quite possibly the largest number of people then coordinated to have ever sung in unison.  
The Kiwanis Club of Orillia, in essence, shares its birthday with the ‘Denver ’24 Convention’ at which the Objectives of Kiwanis were adopted.  An article in The Packet & Times in 1929, written by a Kiwanis Charter Member, and prominent former Mayor of the Town of Orillia, William S. Frost, described the following Objectives of Kiwanis:  
TO GIVE primacy to the human and spiritual, rather than to the material values of life.

TO ENCOURAGE the daily living of the Golden Rule in all human relationships.

TO PROMOTE the adoption and the application of higher social, business, and professional standards.
TO DEVELOP by precept and example, a more intelligent, aggressive, and serviceable citizenship.

TO PROVIDE, through Kiwanis clubs a practical means to form enduring friendships, to render altruistic service, and to build better communities.

TO COOPERATE in creating and maintaining that sound public opinion and high idealism which make possible the increase of righteousness, justice, patriotism, and good will.

Others may not have spoken of Kiwanis with the same degree of reverence as Frost did in his ‘Great Gift of God’ article, but the Kiwanis Club of Orillia did get off to an auspicious start in 1924.  The Objectives of Kiwanis adopted at that time remain unchanged into the present day. 
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
