BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB OF ORILLIA


Boys and Girls Club of Orillia offers a number of programs in our area, and in 2010 our Club donated $1,500 to the group, which also received a $500 match from Kiwanis Foundation of Canada for a $2,000 total contribution.


This year, the Club donated $500 in support of their After School program.


This program is for Grade 1 – 6 children from Regent Park and St. Bernard’s schools (25 – 30 of them), who go to the Brian Orser Arena every day after school.  They are given a nutritious snack and spend half an hour doing homework or quiet reading, and then participate in varied activities.


Our donation will pay for snacks for a year for five children.
